The earliest surviving piece of the present gateway
was built in the early 12th century, but there has
_beena gateway hereabouts since the Roman period.
Roman stonework and even Roman coffins were re-
used by the medieval builders in its construction.
In 1350 the gatehouse was heightened to include
a portcullis and a barbican, an outer pa eway
defending the main gate, was also added at this
time.
