The tower is 330 metres (1,083 ft) tall. and the tallest structure in Paris. The tower has three levels for visitors, with restaurants on the first and second levels  the highest observation deck accessible to the public in the European Union.
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HISTORY

The Eiffel Tower was constructed in 1889, when Paris hosted an Exposition Universelle (World’s Fair). Originally intended as a temporary exhibit, the Eiffel Tower was almost torn down and scrapped in 1909. City officials opted to save it after recognizing its value as a radiotelegraph station.
